�At Easter and Christmas we have our "giving days". We make visits and 

deliver gift bags to those who could use a little lift and a little TLC.  

 

We are currently divided into three teams to make sure we have sufficient 

help. Each team has a captain who is responsible for their team. With that 

being said, any member from any team is welcome to help with any event.
